¢ Gyeongbok Palace - built in 1395, Gyeongbokgung Palace is also
commonly referred to as the “Northern Palace” because it is the furthest north
when compared to the neighbouring palaces, Gyeongbokgung Palace is
arguably the most beautiful and remains the grandest of all five palaces.

¢ National Folk Museum - a National Museum uses replicas of historical
objects to illustrate the history of traditional life of the Korean people.

As the highest peak in South
Korea, it offers a 360-degree panoramic view that contains the most glorious
history and richness of the Republic of Korea. Seoul, the capital of dynamic
modern culture, has a panoramic view. Take the fastest elevator in the world,
with a speed of up to 600 meters, and feel the illusion of traveling through time
and space. You can go to the observation deck on the 118th floor with a
transparent glass floor, and then go to the sky terrace on the 120th floor to enjoy
the beautiful city view of Seoul.

¢ The Painters HERO Show - HERO is an art performance that subverts
everyone's imagination. The entire process of painting on stages combined with
incredible visual effects and a witty blend of mime, dance and comedy.
