SHIRAKAWA-GO

Kinkaku-ji Temple is better known today as Kinkaku-ji, a name derived from the
famous Golden Pavilion (Sariden), the temple's centerpiece. This three-story
pavilion, covered in gold leaf, is one of the most famous and recognizable of all
Kyoto's historic buildings. AUNESCO World Heritage Site, the temple is considered
a must-see for visitors to this verdant ancient city.

Heian Shrine - Heian Shrine is a relatively new shrine, built in 1895 to
commemorate the 1,100th anniversary of Kyoto, the capital of Japan until
1868.There is a large torii gate at the entrance of Heian Shrine. It is more than 24
meters high and spans an 18-meter-wide road. It is one of the largest torii gates in
Japan. The vast gravel courtyard of Heian Shrine offers a panoramic view of the
main shrine, a miniature version of the imperial palace during the Heian period
(794-1185). The shrine's traditional red pillars and green tiles make it particularly
eye-catching.

¢ Shirakawa-Go Village - the Historic Villages of Shirakawa-gd are one of

Japan's UNESCO World Heritage Sites. These villages are well known for their
houses constructed in the architectural style known as gash O-zukuri. The
Gassho-zukuri, "prayer-hands construction” style is characterized by a thatched and
steeply slanting roof resembling two hands joined in prayer. The design is
exceptionally strong and, in combination with the unique properties of the thatching,
allow the houses to withstand and shed the weight of the region's heavy snowfalls in

winter.

¢ Takayama Old Town - Alpine Streets retaining the traditional Japanese style,

walking in the Edo period in Japan among the primary building ancient taste, elegant
