Olympic Games in 1972.

The Former Hokkaido Government Building - is an American-neo-baroque
structure constructed in 1888 as a base of the Hokkaido administration, it is the
symbol of Hokkaido.
Tanukikoji Shopping Arcade - Approximately 1KM - long arcade with around
200 shops that provide you a great shopping experience.
Mitsui Outlet Park - the largest outlet park in Hokkaido Tohoku Area with a wide
range of popular foreign and domestic brands available, including overseas luxury
brands; ladies’, men’s and kids’ fashions; sportswear & outdoor clothing; fashion
accessories and household & interior goods.
