NOBORIBETSU

Noboribetsu Jigokudani - Is a spectacular, appropriately named valley just above
the town of Noboribetsu Onsen, which displays hot steam vents, sulfurous streams and
other volcanic activity.

Mt. Showa-Shinzan - Literally means 'Showa new mountain, as it formed during the
reign of Emperor Hirohito, known as the Showa period.

Bear Ranch - Around 100 Ezo brown bears in the park. When you feed with apple, the
big brown bears will stand up together and make "give me" poses, which are very popular
among the visitors.

Marine Park Nixe - Is a popular theme park focusing on fish, marine mammals, sea
creatures and some other animals. More attractions include a touch pool with small
sharks, rays, and horseshoe crabs; a reptile house with snakes, turtles and lizards. You
may also have fun activities and small events like the Parade of the king penguins
(Subject to weather conditions).

They became the three deities of
Hokkaido. The building for the shrine was built in 1871 and was called "Sapporo Shrine"
The Former Hokkaido Government Building - Is an American-neo-baroque structure
constructed in 1888 as a base of the Hokkaido administration, It is the symbol of
Hokkaido.

Mitsui Outlet - The largest outlet park in Hokkaido Tohoku Area with a wide range of
popular foreign and domestic brands available, including overseas luxury brands; ladies',
men's and kids' fashions; sportswear & outdoor clothing; fashion accessories and
household & interior goods.
